The Refuge is a protest against the UK government’s cuts to the Mental Health 

budget, which is forcing many women’s aid centers to close their doors leaving 

many victims homeless and marked for life. 

Lujza Richter Hugo is a French actress daughter of the painter Gerhard Richter 

and great granddaughter of the famous writer Victor Hugo, she is known for her 

role as Princess Mona Braganza next to Daniel Day-Lewis in Phantom Thread by 

Paul Thomas Anderson.  

Demi Hannah Scott is an English fashion model and actress known for her 

constant work at SHOWStudio with Nick Knight, and for being the international 

face of Uniqlo, Fenty Puma, Gareth Pugh, and many other world-class brands.  

The film is directed, written and produced by the Venezuelan filmmaker and 

photographer: Maria Millan. Her talent lies in breath-takingingly beautiful 

storytelling, as she utilises the subtle art of tension. Her fashion videos and 

pictures effortlessly bring buried emotion and sentiment to the surface. You can 

find her intriguing work in Vogue, Jute, Fruk and Ellements Magazine amongst 

others.

Tackling gender disparity in an often-frightening world dictated by money and 

male ego, The Refuge holds a mirror to the contemporary misogyny that is 

having tragic implications on real lives.
